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Next Steps for the Billings Bypass EIS

Refine the preliminary alternatives based on input from the Billings
Bypass Advisory Committee (BBAC*), the public, and agencies.

Continue field work to collect data on
natural resources, cultural resources
and community resources along the
proposed alignments.

Conduct stakeholder interviews to
obtain information from potential
users and affected parties.

Consult with local agencies.

Evaluate the economic, environmental
and community impacts of each
alternative.

Prepare the Draft Environmental
Impact Statement (DEIS).

Present the DEIS to local, state and federal agencies as well as
the public to get input on the alternatives and evaluation.
